Meeting called to order at 7:00 pm at the Hickman County Criminal
Justice Center.

All members were present.
Maintenance Supervisor Randy Lynn was also present.

There was a review of the minutes of the last meeting. After some
discussion there was a motion by K. Nash, seconded by J.Hassell to
accept the minutes as presented. A voice vote was called for; the motion
carried.

There was discussion about the future uses of the courthouse and the
public feedback. John and Mary Blackburn were there to share with the
committee their thoughts. Motion made by K. Nash, seconded by J.
Hassell to distribute the summary to the entire Commission. A voice vote
was called for; the motion carried.

There was discussion about he condition of two county buildings and
their roofs. The Old Health Department Building and the storage
building behind the County Administrative Building both need their roofs
repaired. Committee without objection authorized W.Richey to get
Finance office to solicit bids for metal roofs on these two structures.

Motion by J. Hassell, seconded by E. Rochelle to purchase a good electric
jack-hammer. A voice vote was called for; the motion carried.

There was discussion on the Resolution regarding the naming of county
property. No action was taken.

There was discussion about placing two monuments on county property .
motion by L. Mangrum, seconded by E. Rochelle to present this matter to
Commission for approval. There would be no cost to the county for this
action. A voice vote was called for; the motion carried.

Motion was made to adjourn by J.Hassell, seconded by L.Mangrum.
Motion carried without objection.
