Dear Ms. Dietman,

Thank you for your recent attendance at the Budget Committee meeting on May 39, where the
2007-2008 Hickman County School Budget was presented. At that time there was discussion
about the School Board recessing their meeting and reconvening with the Budget Committee to
work out issues with the proposed School Budget. We were disappointed to learn on May 4t
that the anticipated meeting would not occur.

The Budget Committee reconvened on May 7t as per our public announcement and continued
business. A motion regarding the School Budget was proposed at that time and passed at the
Budget Committee meeting on May 10%. As Budget Committee Chairman, it is my duty to report
to you that the Budget Committee voted to not approve of the School Budget that was proposed.
As proposed the budget required a $2.16 property tax for the school budget alone. This
represented an additional $1.12 over what budgeted in the last fiscal year. A property tax
increase of this magnitude, at a time when the General Purpose School Fund Balance is at a
historical high was not viewed as in the best interest of the citizens of Hickman County.
Additionally, numerous changes are being discussed about education funding at the State level.
Some of these changes would make it seem that now is a time to hold back on additional local
funding. This of course would be a risky proposition if it were not for the availability of over
seven million ($7,000,000.00) dollars from the fund balance that was previously mentioned.

The actual wording of the motion passed by the Budget Committee was as follows, “To not
approve of the General Purpose School Budget as proposed, send the budget back to School
Board with the direction from the Committee that the School Board could anticipate the same tax
rate contribution as the 2006-2007 fiscal year, based on the gentleman’s agreement that the school
system would provide operational funding and the County Court would provide debt service
funding through the building of sufficient fund balances in anticipation of the new high school
opening in 2007" .

Please fee] free to contact me if you wish to discuss this further. I would like to have the revised
proposed 2007-2008 School Budget ready for the Budget Committee as soon as possible. The

Budget Committee meets again on May 24, 2007 and the revised budget could be placed on the
schedule at that time.

Mr. Stewart: At The Planning Commission in March the Planning Commission decided
To go back and clarify, add to, or up grade. There are variances but this has nothing to do
with Narrow-Gate. There are a number of Retreat Centers in the County who have
received calls from other Retreat Centers wanting to know the criteria for establishing

a Retreats in Hickman County. It adds definition to the Zoning Laws that exist at this
time. Article V, 5.010 was added basically to require that whatever Committee or Board
had a request for a hearing for a special exception or modification that they give equal
time to further identify that particular area. That’s all that is. It has nothing to do with
Narrow-Gate. It has to do with Retreat Centers that want to establish themselves

WHEREAS, a land use (zoning) plan for Hickman County, Tennessee, was

WHEREAS, such plan provides for amendments thereto; and

WHEREAS, the Hickman County Planning Commission has recommendéd
several such amendments; and

WHEREAS, following a public hearing on the proposed amendments, the Board
of County Commissioners is desirous of adopting them;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County
Commissioners of Hickman County, Tennessee, assembled in regular session this 21st
day of May, 2007, that:

SECTION 1: The zoning resolution for Hickman County, Tennessee is
amended as follows:

A, Article V, 5.010 Scope, add the following as a second paragraph:

“Any request for an exception or modification to this resolution must address the
public safety, morals, convenience, order, prosperity and general welfare of the
citizens of the Hickman County. Any request, in addition to the applicant’s
needs, must address and give equal consideration to the good of the county and
the residents of the immediate area of the community within which the exception
or modification is being requested.”

B. Amend Section 4.041. A - 1, Agriculture — Forestry District as follows:

Section C, Uses Permitted as Special Exceptions:




Add:

13. Retreat Centers

14, Seasonal, Summer and Recreation Camps, including Day Camps
15 Group Homes

16, Therapeutic Camp

17, Half - Way House

C. Amend Section 6.020 by adding the following definitions:

Retreat Center: A facility used for professional, educational, or religious
conclaves, meetings, conferences, or seminars and which may provide meals,
housing and recreation for participants during the period of the retreat or
programs only. Such centers may not be utilized by the general public for meals
or overnight accommodations. Housing for participants may be in lodges,
dormitories, sleeping cabins (with or without baths), or in such other temporary
quarters as may be approved, but kitchen and dining facilities shall be located in a
single centrally located building or buildings.

Seasonal, Summer, Day and Recreational Camp: A tract of land used or
designed to be used for seasonal or longer accommodations of individual in tents
or similar rustic structures and for use by such individuals for sports, handicrafts
and other outdoor oriented activities and recreation. Camp facilities may be used
to provide meeting, recreation, or social facilities for a private association or
group.

Group Homes: A residentia] facility that provides room, board, and personal
care with supervision in a family setting for a specified number of handicapped or
developmentally disabled persons,

Therapeutic Camp: A residential treatment facility provided in a rural camp
environment which is designed to assist individuals in developing behavioral
control, coping skills, self esteem and interpersonal skills.

Halfway House: A facility where persons are aided in readjusting to society
following a period of imprisonment, hospitalization, or institutionalized treatment.

D. Amend Section 7.060, subsection C, by adding the following criteria for review:

9. Standards for all Camps, Retreat Centers and other facilities as defined in
Section C of this resolution must contain 15 acres or more; all setbacks shall
be double the requirements set forth in the Zoning Resolution.

10. The Board of Zoning Appeals may, during their review of special exception
requests, set occupancy caps based on square footage of the improvements,
ground water management issues and other factors effecting land use.

11. Any special exception permits may be revoked if the permitted use becomes a
nuisance to the surrounding community, county law enforcement officials or
places an unreasonable burden on any county agency. Any action to revoke the
permit must be reviewed and approved by the county attorney.
