Dear Fellow Commissioners,

As each of you are aware, the Budget Committee wrapped up its work on the 2007-2008 Budget,
last week. A copy of the Proposed Summary of Operations is attached. There is, as part of this
budget, an eleven-cent property tax increase. All proceeds from this increase go to the General
Purpose School Fund 141.

The reason this increase is required is two-fold. First, is the fact that last years budget over
estimated the sales tax collection. With this amount over estimated, the revenues fell short of
expectations. Normally, this would not be a problem but since this was for the school budget this
shortfall jeopardized the state money being sent to the school system. Second, was the
Centerville Industrial Boards decision to give Agrana a tax abatement. With a stroke of the pen
the Centerville Industrial Board removed millions of dollars from the tax rolls and thereby
reduced the collectable property tax for years to come. I would encourage each of you to contact
the Centerville Industrial Board members and voice your concerns over their actions.

If it weren't for the two previously stated reasons I do not feel any tax increase would have been
proposed. Over the coming few weeks, the entire 2007-2008 Budget will be made available for
your review as we move towards our July meeting. As per Tennessee state law we will review,
debate and hopefully pass a budget on July 16%. Please feel free to contact one of the Budget
Committee members if you have any questions.
