Dear Chairman McFarlin:

Pursuant to the authority granted me by.Section 5-6-107(a)(1), Tennessee Code Annotated, 1 am
hereby notifying you of my decision to veto and return to you the above-captioned Resolution.

As you are aware, Resolution No. 07-47 deals with the use of United Way funding and narrowly
passed during the most recent meeting of the Legislative Body.

The reason for my veto is two-fold. First, as I pointed out to the Commission during their
discussion of the measure, 1 feel it should have been stated as to what the funds could and could
not be used for and what criteria would be utilized in determining such. Secondly, I am not

convinced the Recreation-Tourism Committee would be the best vehicle to utilize in making the
above-stated determinations.

When [ was‘first asked to handle the distribution of United Way funds for Hickman County I was
given only two guidelines; to make sure “designated” funds went to the cotrect designation, and
to see that “‘un-designated” funds went to organizations and entities whose activities and
programs helped the people of Hickman County. For the past four years I believe [ have done

just that, and - in light of recent actions taken by the Finance Committee and others, | question
the timeliness of the Resolution altogether. .

However, if the County Commission is serious about dealing with United Way funding on an on-
going basis, | would suggest they form a three to five person "“United Way"” committee to work
with me in determining the disbursements of what little funds we have to deal with each year.
Thank you for your understanding in this matter.
