Dear Chairman McFarlin: 

Pursuant to the authority granted me by Section 5·6·107(a)(1), Tennessee Code Annotated, I am hereby notifying 
you of my decision to veto and return to you the above·captioned Resolution. As you are aware this Resolution 
deals with the use of United Way funds to match funding obtained for playground equipment by the Board of 
Directors at the Buford McCord Memorial Park, While I remain asteadfast proponent of the park and its 
development, I cannot agree with the Commission's action for several reasons, 

First, as I pointed out to the Commission back in September of 2007 and subsequenUy though my veto of 
Hickman County Resolution No. 07-47, I do not believe United Way funds were meant to be used for Recreation 
and Tourism activities. This belief was affirmed in aletter I received on January 15, 2008, from the United Way of 
Metropolitan Nashville (copy enclosed) which states, "Our bylaws and organizational policies require that our 
funding be distributed for health or human service activities, and our policy has been to extend that requirement to 
donor designated funds," 

Secondly, when Iquestioned and ultimately vetoed Resolution No. 07-47 Iwas told that the Recreation·Tourism ­
Committee would be establishing guidelines for distributing future United Way funds. To the best of my 
knowledge that has not occurred. Finally, the balance in our General Fund could certainly withstand a$2,000 
draw which - at least in my mind - would be amore appropriate place to obtain this type of funding. Besides, we 
should be doing amuch better job than we presently do at providing recreational opportunities to our citizenry. 

As I stated in my veto letter of September 24,2007, I remain committed to working with the County Commission in 
attempting to disburse what little United Way funds we have each year in away that not only promotes Hickman 
County but observes the guidelines of the United Way organizations. Thank you for your understanding in this 
matter.

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners for Hickman County, Tennessee, 
adopted Resolution No. 05-32 which enacted a land use plan titled "Final Draft No.2 - 2005, 
Zoning Resolution for Hickman County, Tennessee"; and 

WHEREAS, said docwnent authorizes, in Article III, Section 3.030, subsection E, "to 
place a mobile home (double-wides excluded) temporarily on a lot in which the principal 
structure is destroyed by fire, explosion or natural phenomena. The purpose shall be to provide 
shelter only for the residents of the principal structure during a period of reconstruction and to 
prevent an exceptional hardship ----- but the total time for all permits hereunder shall not exceed 
a total of thirty-six (36) months. No fee shall be required"; and 

WHEREAS, the Hickman County Regional Planning Commission, at their meeting of
 
February 14, 2008, voted unanimously to recommend to the Hickman County legislative body
 
that the thirty six (36) month time limit be. waived indefinitely for those individuals who have
 
been identified by the Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) as having suffered
 
storm damage during the severe weather ofFebruary 5, 2008;
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED~ by the Board of County
 
Commissioners of Hickman County, Tennessee, assembled in regular session this 25th day of
 
Febnuuy, 2008, that:
 

SECTION 1: That portion of the Hickman County Zoning Resolution, Article III,
 
Section 3.030, subsection E, limiting permits to thirty-six (36) months is hereby waived for those
 
residential structures identified by the Federal Emergency Management Agency as damaged or
 
destroyed by the severe weather of February 5, 2008.
 

SECTION 2: The standard permitting and inspection process will be followed;
 
however, there will be no charge for the county building permit.
 

SECTION 3: This resolution does not amend or otherwise change the existing
