RESOLUTION NO. 08 ~ 28 

A RESOLUTION PROVIDING FOR THE CONTROL OF VEGETATION AND 
THE SAFE AND SANITARY MAINTENANCE OF YARDS, TRACTS OF 
UNDEVELOPED LAND, VEHICLE PARKING AREAS AND OTHER SPACES; \ 
PRESCRIBING PROCEDURES FOR THE ABATEMENT OF SAME; AND 
FIXING PENALTIES AND TAXES FOR VIOLATION. 

THIS RESOLUTION SHALL NOT BE CONSTRUED AS LIMITING OR 
AFFECTIING IN ANY WAX OR CONTROLLING THE AGRICULTURE USE 
OF LAND; REFER TO ARTICLE Y, EXCEPTIONS MID MODIFICATIONS, 
SECTION 5.070 OF THE HICKMAN COUNTY REGIONAL ZONING 
RESOLUTION. 

WHEREAS, the open storage of household appliances, garbage, rubbish, and
 
similar items may be detrimental to the health, safety, and morals, or is, otherwise,
 
contrary to the general welfare of the citizens and property owners of Hickman
 
County, Tennessee; and
 

WHEREAS, the uncontrolled growth of weeds and grass may cause a fire and/or
 
health hazard;
 

WHEREAS, the Hickman County Planning Commission reviewed this resolution
 
at their meeting on May 8, 2008, and recommended adoption.
 

WHEREAS, county funds may be required to complete the provisions of this
 
resolution. Funding for initial clean-up expenses will be provided from the County
 
"General Fund", with subsequent action to be initiated to recover the costs of clean-up
 
from the property owner(s).
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Hickman County Commissioners
 
meeting in regular session on this 16th day of June, 2008, that this body hereby enacts the
 
following, pursuant to Tennessee Code 5·1-115.
 

A.	 DEFINITIONS 

For the purpose of this resolution, the follawing terms, phrases, words, and
 
their derivation shall have the meaning given therein.
 

(1)	 Commissioner - "Commissioner" shall mean the Building Commissioner of
 
Hickman County, Tennessee, or his duly authorized representative.
 

(2)	 Compost Pile - "Compost Pile" shall mean a mixture of decomposing
 
vegetable refuse used for fertilizing soli.
 

-..(3)	 Garbage - "Garbage" shall mean food waste, animal waste, dead or
 
decomposing animal matter, and dead or decomposing vegetable matter, and
 
any dead or decomposing matter whether or not it originally constituted
 
human or animal food.
 

(4)	 Inventory - "Inventory" shall mean the equipment, material, or supplies of a
 
merchant or manufacturer.
 

(5)	 Owner - "Owner" shall lUean the owner of record and includes a holder of
 
any legal or equitable estate in the real property, whether alone or jointly
 
with others, and whether in possession or not.
 

(6)	 Rubbish - "Rubbish" shall mean the miscellaneous waste materials
 
resulting from housekeeping, mercantile enterprises, trades, manufaeturing
 
and offices, including other waste matter, such as slag, stone, broken
 
concrete, fly ash, ashes, tin cans, glass, scrap metal, rubber, paper, rags,
 
chemicals, or any similar or related combinations thereof.
 

(7)	 Unsafe Building or Structure. any building or structure that has any of the
 
following conditions, such that the life, health, property or safety of the
 
general public is endangered.
 

(A)	 Any building, structure, or portion thereof that has been damaged by
 
fire, flood, earthquake, wind or other cause and is likely to fully or
 
partlalIy collapse.
 

(B)	 Any building, structure, or portion thereof that as a result of decay,
 
deterioration, or dilapidation is likely to fulIy or partially collapse.
 

(C)	 Any building, structure, or portion thereof that is in such a condition as
 
to constitute a public nuisance, or to otherwise endanger the health,
 
safety or welfare of other citizens.
 

(0)	 Any building, structure, or portion thweof that Is or Is likely to become
 
a habitat for rats or other harmful animals.

B.	 REQUIREMENTS . . 

Every owner of real property within Hickman County, Tennessee, shall mamtam \
 
such land in a safe and sanitary manner in accordance with the following
 
requirements.
 

(1) Care of Premises 

It shall be unlawful to utilize open areas fo; storage of any abandoned or 
disabled household appliance, commercial or industrial machinery, 
building materials, rubbish or similar items. It shall be the duty of every 
owner to keep open areas under hislher control clean and to remove any 
items within ZS' of any structure which are likely to pose a fire hazard or 
inhibit the access of firefighters trying to extinguish a working fire. 
Nothing in this section shall prevent the storage of items of inventory 
within a fenced yard by any business as permitted and regulated by the 
Hickman County Zoning Resolution, adopted on January IS, 2006, and 
as amended from time to time; nor shall this section prevent the open 
storage of building materials on an active construction site or of a 
disabled vehicle at a service station and/or garage. 

(2) Maintenance of Vegetation 

It shall be unlawful for the owner of any property to permit weeds or grass 
to grow to a height in excess of fifteen (IS) inches in the area as set forth 
below. 

(a)	 DELETED 

(b)	 The grass areas on any lot, parcel or tract within twenty-five (25) 
feet of any building on any lot, parcel, or tract. 

(c)	 It is specifically understood that the County and State shall
 
maintain their respective rights-of-way.
 

(3)	 Dilapidatgd Building and Structures 

No abandoned building or structure shall be allowed on any property
 
that is considered an unsafe building as defined elsewhere by this
 
resolution.
 

(4)	 Compost Piles _. 
Nothing, herein, shall preclude the maintenance of a compost pile
 
covering no more than one hundred (100) square feet in area so long
 
as it does not emit a noxious odor or harbor flies and maggots.
 

(5)	 Agricultural Uses. Natural Wooded Areas,
 
And Natural Screening - Exclusions
 

Nothing, herein, shall preclude the use of a lot, parcel or tract for 
agricultural purposes such as gardens, orchards, vineyards, silage or 
specific domesticated plants which tend to exceed fifteen (IS) inches. 
Also, nothing, herein, shall preclude the use of a lot, parcel or tract as a 
natural WOOded area or the maintaining of natural screening provided 
that the health, safety and welfare are not impaired. Likewise, It Is not 
the Intention of this resolution to prohibit the planting or growing of 
trees In any area. 

C. ADMINISTRATION AND ENFORCEMENT-BUILDING COMMISSIONER 

(1)	 The Building Commissioner and such other personnel of his office as he may
 
designate are charged with the administration and enforcement of his
 
resolution. However, no investigation or enforcement of this resolution
 
involving private property shall commence until a written complaint is filed
 
by a property owner residing or owning property within two thousand
 
(2,000) feet of the violation of this resolution•.Hewcp'er, the identity ekhe

(2)	 When the Commissioner is notified In writing of a violatiQn of this resolution,
 
he may cause a warrant to be issued, but he must first notifY the owner of
 
the property of the violation by United States certified mail, return receipt
 
requested, delivered to addressee only, giving them time to abate the
 
nuisance. The notice shall state that the owner of the property Is entitled to a
 
hearing before the Hickman County Board of Zoning Appeals.
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(3) The Notice Shall Contain the Following Elements 

(a)	 A brief statement ofthis section which shall contain the consequences of failing 
to remedy the noted condition. 

(b)	 The person, office, address and telephone number of the department or person 
giving notice. \ 

(c)	 A cost estimate for remedying the noted condition. 

(d)	 A place, wherein, tbe notified party may return a copy of the notice, indicating 
the desire for a hearing. ' 

(e)	 A request for a hearing shall be made within ten (10) days following the 
receipt of the notice issued pursuant to Subsection C. (2).' Failure to make the 
request within tbis time shall, without exception, constitute a waiver of the 
rigbt to a bearing. 

(f)	 Tbe fee usually assessed for an appeal of a decision by the Commissioner will 
be waived for bearings under the provisions of tbis resolution. 

(4)	 If tbe owner of record falls or refuses to remedy the condition within twenty 
(20) calendar days after receiving the notiee or within twenty (20) days after 
a hearing before tbe Board of Zoning Appeals wherein the decision of the 
Commissioner is sustained by the Board, the Commissioner shall cause the 
condition to be remedied or removed. The Commissioner shall commence tbe 
process to remedy the condition causing the violation by one of tbe following 
metbods: 

(a)	 By contracting with a private vendor for the job In accordance with any 
purcbasing laws in effect at that time: or 

(b)	 By reaching an agreement wltb the Director of Hickman County Solid 
Waste Management for that department to remedy the condition. If this 
option is used, tbe Solid Waste Management fund shall be reimbursed for 
the cost of the job from the general fund. 

(5)	 If the county remedies a condition causing a violation, the county shall place 
the costs of remediation on the tax rolls of the county as a lien upon the 
property wbich sball be collected in the same manner as the county's 
property taxes are collected.

MINUTES 

The Hickman County Planning Commission met on the above date and time at the 
Hickman County Justice Center. Eight (8) members were present: Paul Myatt, Polly 
Dyer, Robert Mitchell, Danny Clark, James Ahl, Ricky Murray, Jerry Yates, and 
James Hassell. Three (3) members were absent: Willie Powers, Charley List and 
Fred Bowman. Also present were Mike Stewart, Building Commissioner and Pat 
Schipani, State of Tennessee Consultant. 

Call for approval of minutes for May 8,2008 meeting. A motion was made by Jerry 
Yates and 2nd by James AhI. Motion passed on a unanimous voice vote. 

Call for approval of the agenda of the June 12, 2008 meeting. A motion was made 
by James Hassell and 2nd by Paul Myatt to approve the agenda. Motion passed on a 
unanimous voice vote. 

A training session was conducted by Brooksie Caylton and Daryl Phillips regarding 
the Three Star Program for Hickman County. In addition to the Hickman County 
Planning Commission members noted above, some members of the Hickman 
County Board of Zoning Appeals, the Centerville Planning Commission, and the 
Centerville Board of Zoning Appeals also attended. 

Mr. Pat Schipani provided draft copies of the proposed Hickman County Land Use 
Plan for 2008.2009. Planning Commission members were asked to review the draft 
and be prepared to discuss it at the July 10,2008 meeting.
