proclaimed disaster areas by the President and thereby qualified for Federal Assistance for clean 
up operations; and 

WHEREAS, such clean up includes the various streams, creeks and rivers in the area 
which have been filled with debris following the storms; 

WHEREAS, the United States Department of Agriculture (USDA) is willing to assist 

Hickman County in debris removal from the various streams and creeks affected by the tornados 
through a seventy-five percent (75%) grant to the COlUlty; and 

WHEREAS, Hickman County is desirous ofreceiving such grant and pledges its share 

of the funding - twenty-five percent (25%) - through force accOlUlt work and/or in-kind services.

WHEREAS, Hickman County was officially created on December, 1807, by an act of 
the Tennessee Legislature, with the county seat to be at Vernon; and 

WHEREAS, soon after the official formation of the County, it was decided to move 
the county seat to it's present location in Centerville, and the courthouse and other ~unty 
buildings at Vernon were raised and moved to various locations in the new County Seat; and 

WHERAS, the courthouse was re-assembled on a knoll overlOoking the Duck River 
which surrounding the Town on three sides, and over the years different buildings were erected 
to replace former ones for one reason or another; and 

WHEREAS, in the waning days of the Civil War, the building in use at the time for a 
Courthouse burned, and many of the official county records prior to 1865 were destroyed and 
lost forever, including the deed to the property commonly known as t.he Hickman County 
Courthouse and the lawn surrounding it; and 

WHEREAS, it now becomes necessary, in lieu of an official deed to said property, 
that the Hickman County Legislative Body affirm it's ownership ofsuch property; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County 
Commissioners of Hickman County, Tennessee, assembled in regular session this 25 th day of 
August, 2008, that: 

SECTION 1: We hereby go on record as declaring the prOplJrty commonly referred 
to at the Hickman County Courthouse and the lawn surrounding it is the property of Hickman 
County and its citizens.
