Notwithstanding any other provision of this Resolutio failure of the County to comply with the 
Continuing Disclosure Certificate shall not be consi ered an event of default; however, any 
Bondholder or Beneficial Owner may take such acti s as may be necessary and appropriate, 
including seeking mandate or specific performance by urt order, to cause the County to comply 
with its obligations under this Section. For purposes of 's Section, "Beneficial Owner" means any 
person which (a) has the power, directly or indirectly to vote or consent with respect to, or to 
dispose of ownership of, any Bonds (including pe sons holding Bonds through nominees, 
depositories or other intermediaries), or (b) is treated as he Owner of any Bonds for federal income 
tax purposes. 

Section 25. Defeasance of Bonds. (a) If the ounty shall payor cause to be paid to the 
Owners of all Outstanding Bonds the principal thereof d the interest thereon, at the times and in 
the manner stipulated therein and in this Resolution, th n the pledge of the fuJI faith and credit of 
the County and the unlimited taxing power of the Co ty, or any and all other rights granted or 
created under this Resolution for the benefit of the Ower 0 f the Bonds so paid, shall be released, 
discharged, and satisfied. In such event, the Registrati Agent shall payor deliver to the County 
Clerk all monies or securities held by the Registration gent pursuant to this Resolution which are 
not required for the payment or redemption of such nds not theretofore surrendered for such 
payment or redemption.
