AMENDING THE OFFICIAL COUNTY ROAD SPECIFICATIONS FOR
HICKMAN COUNTY ROADS

WHEREAS, o February 16, 1987, the Hickman County Legislative Body

adopted guidelines whereby specifying Minimum Design Standards for roads that are to

be considered for inclusion on the Official County Road list of Hickman County; and

WHEREAS, part of that ordinance called for developers/contractors to bring
proposed roads up to the minimum standards before the road may be considered for
inclusions on said road list; end

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Hickman County Highway

Commission that a proposcd road shall be bonded or have an irrevocable letter of (LOC)

from a commercial bank or a licensed insurance company, which will be good for one

year and for year two if the road is not up to county specs, bond or tetter of credit (LOC)

shall be due and payabte in full;
WHEREAS, the surface width shall be 20 feet;

WHEREAS, the Hickman County Highway Commission, at their meeting on
Qctober 6, 2008, approved siich a measure and hay asked the Hickman County
Legislative Body to coneur;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE I'T RESOLVED, by the Hickman County Legislative

Body, meeting in regular segsion this 27th day of October, 2008, that:

SECTION VI: All subdivisions developers thet are building new roads for or
into subdivisions must be bonded or hiave an irrevocabls letter of credit (LOC) from a
comunercial bank or a licensed insurance company (preferably with the State of
Tennessee). The highway superintendent will set that amount, that bond or letter of
credit will only be for one year with an option to renew at 150%. For year two, at that
time if the road or roads are not up to county specifications, bend or letter of credit

(LOC) shall be called as due and payable in full. Highway Commission is to review all
- bonds and letter of credit (LOC) on a monthly basis to make sure the bond and letter of

credit ate up to date.

The completion of the roads in the subdivisions, regandless of the amount of bond

or letter of credit (LOC) shall be the responsibility of the developer,

SECTION 1. MINUMUM DESIGN STANDARDS: B (3): Surface width -
the minimum surface width shall be 20 feet;

SECTION II. MINIMUM CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATIONS: B (2):
Surface Treatment — all roads must have 2 inches of asphalt binder with a minimum
width of 20 feet;

SECTIONII. APPROVAL PROCEDURES:

A. Prior to construction the developer of any proposed new road shall receive a
plat and submit three (3) copies to the Hickwan County Highway Department
for the Road Commiissioner’s approval,

B. Also, a plat will be gent to the County Commissioner in which the
construction work i3 to be done.

C. After approval from the Hickman County Highway Department the plat shall
be submitted to the Planning and Zoning Commission for their approval.

D. A copy of the road plat, decds, title letier, all reports and recommendations
shall then be submitted to the County Attomey.

E. Upon approval from the County Attorney, it shall then be submitted to the
Legislative Body for final approval.

SECTION 2: The provision of this resolution shall become effective
ixomediately upon passage, the public welfare requiring it,
