WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners is desirous of amending said Resolution
to correct such wording;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County Commissioners
of Hickman County, Tennessee, assembled in regular session this 26 day of January, 2009, that:

SECTION 1: Section 11 of Hickman County Resolution No, 08-35 is hereby amended as
follows:

URGING THE TENNESSEE DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTION
TO CONDUCT A SURVEY OF TRAFFIC PATTERNS AND SAFETY ISSUES
ASSOCIATED WITH A SCHOOL ZONE LOCATED ALONG STATE
ROUTE 100 IN EAST HICKMAN COUNTY AND TO RECOMMEND AND
ASSIST WITH IMPLEMENTING SUCH SOLUTIONS AS MAY BE
DEEMED ADVISABLE AND APPROPRIATE

WHEREAS, over the past decade Hickman County has experienced an unprecedented surge
in population with the largest percentage being realized in the East Hickman County area; and

WHEREAS, with that growth has come challenges in providing the necessary services a
growing population requires as well as a quality education to the children of these new residents; and

WHEREAS, the majority of children in grades K through 8 in the East Hickman area attend
one of three schools all of which have their entrances/exits on State Route 100, a highway that has
become increasingly congested, particularly during school hours; and

WHEREAS, the increased number of children and the increased amount of traffic has
become a concern with respect to safety of both our children and the motoring public; and

WHEREAS, the members of the Board of County Commissioners are desirous of having the
Tennessee Department of Transportation conduct a study of the situation and suggest ways in which
any noted safety issues and traffic patterns can be adequately addressed and improved upon;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of County Commissioners
of Hickman County, Tennessee, assembled in regular session this 26 day of January, 2009, that:

SECTION 1: We hereby respectfully request the Tennessee Department of Transportation
to conduct a survey of possible public safety issues and traffic patterns along State Route 100 where
East Elementary, East Hickman Intermediate and East Hickman Middle Schools are located.

SECTION 2: Following the completion of such survey, we pledge our support — to the
extent we are financially able and with the assistance of the Department - in helping to implement any
recommendations which may be deemed necessary and appropriate to provide for the public safety.

SECTION 3: The County Clerk is hereby directed to furnish certified copies of this
resolution to the Commissioner of Transportation, as well as the members of the Tennessee General
Assembly that represent Hickman County at their offices in Nashville, Tennessee.

SECTION 4: The provisions of this Resolution shall become effective upon its passage, the

public welfare requiring it.
