County Sheriff's Department to Investigate and propose a method for Implementing an 
animal control policy in Hickman County, which resulted in a comprehensive report

WHEREAS, the members of the Hickman County Legislative Body are 
desirous of establishing and implementing an animal control policy for the county:

SECTION 1: The Hickman County Sheriff's Department will establish as part 
of Its County Health and Safety Program, and In accordance with the proposals made In 
the Animal Control Research Committee's report, an Animal Control Program for 
Hickman County, Tennessee. 

A) The Hickman County Sheriff's Department shall create and administer a 
Policy and Operational Manual for county animal control.

SECTION 2: Once an Animal Control Program Is established, any alterations 
to that program plan must be approved by the Hickman County Legislative Body.
