


(3) The Notice Shall Contain the Following Elements

A brief statement of this section which shall contain the consequences of failing
to remedy the noted condition.

The person, office, address and telephone number of the department or person
giving notice.

A cost estimate for remedying the noted condition.

A place, wherein, the notified party may return a copy of the notice, indicating
the desire for a hearing.

A request for a hearing shall be made within ten (10) days following the
receipt of the notice issued pursuant to Subsection C. (2). Failure to make the

request within this time shall, without exception, constitute a waiver of the
right to a hearing.

The fee usually assessed for an appeal of a decision by the Commissioner will
be waived for hearings under the provisions of this resolution.

If the owner of record fails or refuses to remedy the condition within twenty
(20) calendar days after receiving the notice or within twenty (20) days after
a hearing before the Board of Zoning Appeals wherein the decision of the
Commissioner is sustained by the Board, the Commissioner shall cause the
condition to be remedied or removed. The Commissioner shall commence the

process to remedy the condition causing the violation by one of the following
methods:

(a) By contracting with a private vendor for the job in accordance with any
purchasing laws in effect at that time: or

(b) By reaching an agreement with the Director of Hickman County Solid
Waste Management for that department to remedy the condition. If this

option is used, the Solid Waste Management fund shall be reimbursed for
the cost of the job from the general fund.

If the county remedies a condition causing a violation, the county shall place
the costs of remediation on the tax rolls of the county as a lien upon the

property which shall be collected in the same manner as the county’s
property taxes are collected.



(6) The cost of all remedies taken by the Commissioner shall be defrayed from
general fund appropriations for this purpose, but the general fund shall be
reimbursed by the property owner in accordance with these regulations.

D. _VARIANCES AND MODIFICATIONS

The Commissioner may vary the application of any provisions of this resolution to
any particular case when, in his opinion, the enforcement, thereof, would do

manifest injustice and would be contrary to the spirit and purpose of this resolution
or public interest.

E. VIOLATIONS - PENALTIES

Violation of the provisions of this resolution shall be punished by such fines as the

General Sessions Judge may direct, not to exceed a fifty dollar ($50) fine per offense.
Each day the violation continues may be a separate offense.

F. VALIDITY (SEVERABILITY)

If any section, clause, provision or portion of this resolution or the
application, thereof, to any person or circumstance is held to be invalid or
unconstitutional by any court of competent jurisdiction, such invalidity shall
not affect any other section, clause, provision or portion, or application,
thereof, of this resolution which is not of itself invalid or unconstitutional and

to that end the sections, clauses, provisions and portions of this resolution are
declared to be severable.

G. EXERCISE OF POLICE POWER, ETC

This entire resolution shall be deemed and construed to be an exercise of the
police power of Hickman County for the preservation and protection of the
public’s health, safety, and general welfare and all of its provisions shall be
liberally construed to affect its purpose.

H. _EFFECTIVE DATE

This resolution shall take effect and be in force after its passage and sixty
days (60) after publication in a newspaper of general circulation in Hickman
County the public welfare demanding it.
